WORKSHOP ON TRANSLATION STUDIES-ANUVADHA 
 
Beneficiaries: III and I Semester MA English students 
Total students      : 47 
 
Objective: To make the learners aware of the importance of translation in a multilingual country 
like India and to understand the simple concepts of translation. 

Brief write up on the programme:  
The programme Anuvadha was conducted by II PG students on 26th July 2017. It was inaugurated by 
the Vice Principal, Rev. Fr. Augustine George. The chief guest was Dr. K.M. Sherrif, HOD 
Department of English, University of Calicut. The Presidential address by Rev. Fr. Augustine 
George was focused on the need and significance of translation. Soon the session was taken over by 
the resource person. There were two sessions; the first was on the basics of translation and the other 
was on the various forms of re-writing, followed by group based activity on translation. 

The objective of the first session was to enlighten the students with the basic notion of ideal 
translation in a traditional approach which focuses on faithfulness and equivalence. The soul of the 
source text should not be lost while translating into the target language. A perfect translation is 
impossible until there is an ideal set of languages which have a lot of similarities. The cultural 
differences should also be kept in mind while translating. The difference between adaptation, 
translation and reproduction was also focused upon.  

The purpose of the second session was to introduce the various forms of re-writing. The various 
forms included adaptations through movies, cartoons, shows etc. The importance of subtitling a film 
was also discussed followed by an interactive round which cleared the students’ doubts. The 
afternoon session was group activity where the students were divided into eight groups. They were 
assigned to change poems into story, narrative into poem, speech into soliloquy etc.
